Furthermore, in the report of the Meeting of the Liaison Officer Network for Consular Protection on November 16, 2011, the participant countries recognized the advances and expressed their willingness to reach consensus and sign the final version of the document.

Report on efforts in the field of migration and health carried out by the Pan-American Health Organization (PAHO), the United Nations Population Fund (UNFPA), the International Red Cross, the International Organization for Migration (IOM) and other organizations. [Lead: Technical Secretariat].

· During the meeting of the Network held in Queretaro, Mexico on November 16, 2010, Mexico presented a proposal to give a structure to the Migration and Health Virtual Forum, aimed at identifying and facilitating addressing the health needs of migrants, as well as recognizing existing health care actions, both by governments and by civil society. 

· In Point #3 of that meeting’s report, agreement was reached to consult with capitals so that Mexico and the Technical Secretariat can work on a version that includes input and views from the main health Ministries and Agencies. 

· During the meeting of the Network held in La Romana, the Dominican Republic, on June 7th, 2011, Mexico presented a new proposal for the development of a Virtual Forum on Migration and Health. In Point #3 of the Report, delegations agreed to provide comments on the proposal to the Technical Secretariat within two months.

· During the meeting of the Network, held in Santo Domingo, Dominican Republic, on November16, 2011, Mexico’s proposal was analyzed once again and  in Point #5 of the report, it was agreed that the it was agreed that the Technical Secretariat would prepare a report describing relevant efforts that have been implemented by the Pan American Health Organization (PAHO), United Nations Population Fund (UNFPA), International Red Cross, and International Organization for Migration (IOM).
