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The Liaison Officer Network for Consular Protection held its regular meeting on November 15th, 2016 in San Pedro Sula, Honduras, prior to the meeting of the Regional Consultation Group on Migration (RCGM). Participation included representatives from: Canada, Costa Rica, the Dominican Republic, El Salvador, Guatemala, Honduras, Mexico, Nicaragua, Panama and the United States of America. 

The Network submits its report for consideration to the Regional Consultation Group on Migration (RCGM), as follows: 

1. To thank the delegations of Honduras, Mexico, Guatemala, the Dominican Republic, Canada, Panama and the United States for their reports on new efforts and best practices related to consular protection in the context of shared responsibility.
2. To thank Honduras for its presentation of the concept note and to take note of the offer made by Honduras and Mexico to host the “Temporary Migrant Workers”.  The Technical Secretariat is requested to identify financial support for this event.   

To thank the delegation of Mexico for its offer to report on the project “Week of Labour Rights” during this workshop.
3. To thank the delegations of Mexico, Honduras and Guatemala for their presentations and best practices regarding a regional platform to register cases of consular protection for their nationals abroad. To thank Mexico for its willingness to contribute its experience and work with the countries in the construction of a system of registration for consular protection.
The Technical Secretariat of the RCM is instructed to coordinate a virtual workshop for dialogue and consultation on this subject.
4. To thank IOM and RNCOM for their report on the regional communication campaign on migration of children and adolescents. In this regard, countries expressed their wish to adopt the campaign within the framework of the IOM Mesoamerica Program: “InformArte en Movimiento” as part of the work of the Liaison Officers Network on Migrant Children during the first semester in 2017. Furthermore, countries committed to review the campaign presented by RNCOM called “Justicia sin barreras” for possible adoption.
Interested RCM Member Countries will adapt the contents and messages according to the characteristics of each stressing the best interest of migrant Children.

5. To take note on the workshops and tools made available by the MICIC Initiative on consular crisis management and the MICIC guidelines. To thank the IOM for the offer to deliver a Workshop on Consular Crisis Management and MICIC Guidelines.  Furthermore to thank the United States for financing this event during the first semester of 2017 in Costa Rica, within the framework of the Mesoamerica program, pending approval by the Vice-Ministers. 
6. To take note of the information presented by Costa Rica on the Workshops offered by the Platform on Disaster Displacement. Costa Rica express its interest to host one of these workshops during the first semester of 2017, pending approval by the Vice-Ministers.

7. To receive RNCOM’s proposals on how to ensure the effective participation of civil society to strengthen consular protection, through a directory of civil society organizations, the joint work of consulates from the interested Member Countries for the attention and protection of their nationals abroad and the strengthening of the consular network.
