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DEFINITIONS:
MIGRATORY MOVEMENT:

Action that makes a domestic or foreign person to enter or leave the country through enabled immigration posts.
REJECTIONS AT THE BORDER:

Action by which migration authorities deny entrance to a foreigner into a country for not meeting the conditions set for entry, and order his/her immediate transfer to the country of origin, country of provenance, or to a third country willing to admit the person.
DEPORTATIONS:

The act of a State in ordering the removal of a foreigner from its territory to the country of origin or to a third country that admits it when the person is in an irregular immigration status. 
CASES IN IRREGULAR SITUATION:

Cases in which people find themselves outside the rules and procedures governing the entry, exit and stay in the country.
APPLICATIONS FOR REFUGEE STATUS:

Requests of a foreign person that having well-founded fear of being persecuted for reasons of race, religion, nationality, gender, membership of a particular social group or political opinion, is outside the country of his nationality or residence and is unable or, to owing to such fear, is unwilling to avail himself of the protection of that country.
CASES OF TRAFFICKING:

Promoting, facilitating or furthering the entry, departure, or movement within the country, of people of either sex to perform one or more acts of prostitution or subject them to exploitation, sexual or labor servitude, slavery or similar practices, forced labor or services, servile marriage, begging, illegal removal of organs and illicit adoption.
CASES OF SMUGGLING:

Facilitating, driving and transporting a person into a State of which the person is not a national or permanent resident in order to enter or exit the country through places not enabled by the immigration authority, avoiding established immigration controls or using false information or documents, in order to directly or indirectly obtain a financial or other material benefit. Also, when providing accommodation, hiding or covering up foreign nationals who enter or remain illegally in the country.

SPECIAL MIGRATORY SITUATIONS:

Migratory situations requiring immediate action regarding asylum, migrant smuggling, trafficking, or any other humanitarian issue.
HUMANITARIAN REASONS:

Motives arising from the situations experienced by people during natural disasters, armed conflicts, and emergency situations and in the broadest sense, the circumstances connected with the claim of human rights and the corresponding protection of victims from violations of fundamental human rights.
