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Introduction
Section 1 describes actions implemented by the Technical Secretariat (TS) from November 2011 to June 2012, including general support for meetings relating to the work of the RCM, participation at various meetings, and support provided to the Government of Panama in its capacity of Presidency Pro-Témpore (PPT), among other activities. 
Section 2 includes the financial report, including TS budget execution for the current period, the budget approved for 2012, and the status of contributions by RCM Member Countries to the budget of the TS and the fund to assist the return of migrants in highly vulnerable situations – managed directly by the International Organization for Migration (IOM). 
The Annex includes a table with the percentages of the total TS budget covered by Member Countries, also used to establish the respective contributions to the above mentioned Fund.   
Section 1: Activities
The main activities, in which the Technical Secretariat (TS) participated in the period comprehended from November 2011 to June 2012, are listed below: 
1.1 General coordination meetings with governments

The TS held meetings with some governments for the coordination of joint activities, information exchange, presentation and updates on the RCM, among others. Detailed information on the meetings follows:

· Panama (January 3rd- 4th, 2012):  Logistic and thematic coordination in view of the activities scheduled by the PPT for 2012 and the III Meeting of the Central American Regional Coalition against Trafficking in Persons held on February 2nd – 3rd, 2012  
· Costa Rica (March 5th and 29th, and May 28th, 2012) meeting to familiarize the governmental institutions on the responsibilities associated to the coordination of the RCM Presidency Pro Témpore, expectations and plans for 2013.

1.2 Activities of the RCM

The TS focused its activities in providing direct support to the PPT, with a special emphasis in the organization of the III Meeting of the Central America Regional Coalition against Trafficking in Persons, the I Meeting of the Ad hoc Group on Extra Continental Flows and the initial preparations for the XVII RCM Meeting.  Furthermore, TS efforts were also dedicated to help the government of Costa Rica in the coordination and organization of two specific activities.  The first one aimed at fulfilling the commitments within the framework of the RCM.  The detailed description follows: 

a) III Meeting of the Central America Regional Coalition against Trafficking in Persons
(Panama City, Panama, February 2nd- 3rd, 2012)
In compliance with Point #5 of the Declaration of the Vice-Ministers and Heads of Delegations from the meeting held in La Romana, the Dominican Republic, on June 8th and 9th, 2011, this meeting was held in Panama.

In addition to following up on the agreements of the II Meeting of Coalitions, work dynamics was based in the development of a regional matrix that may determine the work plan for 2012, which objective was to coordinate actions to combat the crime of trafficking in persons in a comprehensive manner oriented toward prevention, detection, and punishment of the crime and repatriation of victims in the region.
The TS provided support to the organizing government by facilitating contacts with the RCM Countries in order to coordinate the participation of their delegates in the event. It helped to secure logistical arrangements for the attendance of the participants and other logistics details with the Government of Panama, IOM and Save the Children who sponsored this meeting. 

b) Regional Seminar on Integration Policies for Migrants, Refugees and Returned Migrants (San Jose, Costa Rica February 22nd – 23rd, 2012)
In compliance with Point #11 of the Vice-Ministers and Heads of Delegations Declaration, within the framework of the XVI Regional Conference on Migration (RCM), celebrated in La Romana, the Dominican Republic on June 9th and 10th, 2011, this meeting was held sponsored by the Governments of Canada and Costa Rica.   
The objective of this Seminar was to generate knowledge on practical and specific concepts relating to the implementation of integration services and to recommend social integration of migrants as a discussion topic in the RCM Member Countries. 

During the event, participating delegates had the opportunity to analyze different topics with the objective to concrete effort and respond to the regional integration dynamics.  Among the main topics of interest to the RCM Member Countries that were discussed in the seminar, were the following: 
· Cultural and Political Challenges for the States in the Process of Promoting the Integration of immigrants, refugees and returned migrants.

· Projects and Programs in the exchange of management experiences in the field of integration

· Research as a Starting Point for the Improvement of State Services, Policies and Programs in the area of Social Integration

· International Cooperation Programs to Provide Assistance to States in the implementation of resettlement of returned migrants, and integration of Immigrants and Refugees in RCM Member Countries

The ST provided the necessary support to make the call, airplane ticket purchase for participants; follow-up on the invitations sent, coordination of the agenda and logistic issues, among other aspects.  Additionally, the ST participated as rapporteur and briefed the debates.

c) First Meeting of the Ad-Hoc Working Group on Extra-continental Flows in the Region (Panama, March 15th -16th, 2012)

Attending Point #13 of the Conclusions from the last meeting of the Regional Consultation Group on Migration (RCGM), held in Santo Domingo, the Dominican Republic, on November 16-17, the Member Countries of the Ad-hoc Working Group met in Panama City on March 15th – 16th in order to discuss, analyze and define objectives on the topic of extra-continental migration flows in the region. Representatives from the following countries attended the meeting:  Canada, Costa Rica, Dominican Republic, El Salvador, Guatemala, Mexico, Panama, and the United States. 
The main topics of the meeting were: 

· To discuss and assess the need for relevant migration policy at a regional level, with the objective of addressing extra-continental migration flows that affect Member States of RCM.

· To identify and develop proposals or projects aimed at understanding and assessing the impacts of irregular extra-continental migration flows in the region.

· To identify actions by countries of origin and destination to provide assistance to and support the repatriation processes of irregular extra-continental migrants in the region.   

The TS provided the same type of support described in activity a) and b) of this report’s section. 

d) Workshop on Migrant Children, Adolescents and Refugees (San Jose, Costa Rica, March 28th – 29th, 2012)
We refer to Decision # 11 during recent Vice-Ministerial Meeting held in La Romana, Dominican Republic in June 2011 where the Vice-Ministers decided to approve the initiative of IOM to carry out a “Regional forum on policies based on studies conducted by UNHCR, IOM, and UNICEF, among others, on the issue of unaccompanied migrant boys, girls, and adolescents, with collaboration from involved international organizations”.  

In this regard and based on research by different agencies, this technical workshop was proposed to discuss and find solutions to key identified strategic issues hindering an effective institutional response, considering public policy for the protection of migrant and refugee boys, girls, and adolescents, including child workers. The workshop was organized by the Government of Costa Rica and sponsored by ILO IOM, UNICEF, and UNHCR.
The main objectives were: 
· To present and discuss existing mechanisms and strategic issues in the protection competencies, inter-institutional coordination, and regulatory framework.  
· To share best practices at a national, binational, and regional level that could be replicated in different national contexts. 
· To study the feasibility of recommendations from various studies and to develop proposals for implementation at a national and regional level. 

The workshop had a great participation of the RCM Member Countries. The TS, besides supporting with elements associated with the call and other logistics aspects, participated with the final report. 
e) Seminar/Workshop on Strengthening the Capacities of the Consular Authorities in the Protection of the Labor Rights of Migrant Workers (Managua, Nicaragua, May 3rd – 4th, 2012). 
We refer to the Point #7 of the Report of the Meeting of the Liaison Officer Network for Consular Protection from the last Meeting of the Regional Consultation Group on Migration (RCGM) held in Santo Domingo, the Dominican Republic, on November 16th, 2011.

In this regard, this Workshop was proposed to contribute, in the medium term, to the development of a work plan (within the framework of the work plan of the network of liaison officers for the consular protection of the CRM) dealing with the field of the promotion of, and defence of, the labour rights of migrants, which would follow up on their findings and conclusions.
This workshop main objective was to strengthen the capacities of the consular authorities of the CRM Member Countries to promote and protect the labour rights of migrant workers, in their countries of destination, through the exchange of good practice and lessons learned; the promotion of cooperation between authorities of origin and destination; and the development of plans for work on the subject.

The TS, supported with elements associated with the call and other logistics aspects, and participated with the final report. 

1.3 External Activities to the RCM
The Technical Secretariat was entrusted with the following activities:
a) Global Forum on Migration and Development (Geneva, Switzerland, December 1st – 2nd, 2011)
The Coordinator participated in the general discussions of the Global Forum; as well as in some thematic tables. 
Furthermore, a meeting with the Technical Secretariat of the IGC (Intergovernmental Consultations on Migration, Asylum and Refugees) was held, where experiences were discussed regarding the work dynamics of each Regional Process as well as the role of each Technical Secretariat and the Presidencies.  
1.4 Improvements and Changes to the Virtual Secretariat (VS)

· Under “Meetings”

· A space was created for the III Meeting of the Central America Regional Coalition against Trafficking in Persons (Panama City, Panama, February 2nd- 3rd, 2012). The agenda, the questionnaire, as well as the responses sent by the Member Countries were posted.  Some other reference documents were also posted. 
· A space was created for the Regional Seminar on Integration Policies for Migrants, Refugees and Returned Migrants (San Jose, Costa Rica February 22nd – 23rd, 2012). The agenda, logistical information, and speakers’ presentations were posted.  

· A space for the I Meeting of the Ad-Hoc Working Group on Extra-continental Flows in the Region (Panama, March 15-16, 2012) was created. The agendas, logistical information, various working documents, the report of the event and a report on the conclusions on the discussed topics were posted. 
· A space for the Workshop on Migrant Children, Adolescents and Refugees (San Jose, Costa Rica, March 28th – 29th, 2012) was created.  As well, the agendas, logistical information, various working documents, the matrixes of the working groups and the final report were posted. 
· A space for the Seminar/Workshop on Strengthening the Capacities of the Consular Authorities in the Protection of the Labor Rights of Migrant Workers (Managua, Nicaragua, May 3rd – 4th, 2012) was created.  The agendas, logistical information, various working documents, the report of the event and a report on the conclusions on the discussed topics were posted. 
· Under “What’s New”: 

· Schedule of activities relating to topics addressed by the RCM, prepared by the TS.
· Other changes:

· The information for each RCM Member Country is currently being updated, in accordance with the data sent to the TS by each country. 
· The TS is working on updating the design of the private website of the RCM according to the changes already made on the public website. 
Public Site 
· The schedule of activities within the framework of the RCM for 2011 and beginning of 2012 was posted. 

1.5 Other General Activities
Among other tasks, the TS has also been working on the following issues:

· Visit to Panama in order to advance the logistic coordination for all year meetings.  

· Review and inclusion of inputs received for the document that is being prepared to commemorate the RCM’s 15th Anniversary, as well as its publication.
· Study market options to acquire travel assistance insurance for delegates of Member Countries that participate in the meetings, workshops and seminars held within the RCM framework. A package of 1000 days is being purchased and the guidelines for their use will be shared soon.
· Regular coordination with the RNCOM Technical Secretariat and observer international organizations.
